It could have simply been another routine biography of a half-forgotten
chess playen, with a handful of outdated variations. But it’s not.

The authors (Ralf Binnewirtz from Germany and Tomasz Lissowski
from Poland) have stripped the character of Leon Tuhan-Baranowski,
a Polish Tatanr, of the layers of half-truths, omissions and lies that have
accumulated over the years. :

Binnewirtz and Lissowski, insightful investigators, tear the layers off
one after another to finally reveal Tuhan-Baranowski’s true face: the face
of a talented creatonr, but also of a weak man, one who came dangenrously
close to betraying his country and its people.

After all, memory is more important than oblivion.
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
